 Bottom:  We have a spiritual problem.  

  Turn to page ___ (Romans 6:23) 

 

Romans 6:23  Top:  The problem is sin. 

 Underline:  Romans 6:23 

 Bottom:  God’s mercy provides the only solution. 

  Turn to page ____  (Matthew 3:16-17) 

 

Matthew 3:16-17  Top:  Who is God? 

 Underline:  Matthew 3:16-17 

 Bottom:  The only true God is the Triune God (Trinity): 

  Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.  

  Turn to page ___  (John 3:16) 

 

John 3:16  Top:  God loves you. 

 Underline:  John 3:16 

 Bottom:  Can you do anything to be loved by God? 

 Turn to page ____ (Ephesians 2:8,9) 

 

Ephesians 2:8,9  Top:  No, God’s love is a gift. 

 Underline:  Ephesians 2:8,9 

 Bottom:  God’s gift is shown to us in the Gospel 

 Turn to page ___ (1 Corinthians 15:1) 

 

I Corinthians 15:1  Top:  What is the Gospel? 

 Underline:  1 Corinthians 15:1 

 Bottom:  Jesus Christ died and rose for the sins of all 

  people. Turn to page ___ (Mark 16:16)

 Underline:  Mark 16:16 

 Bottom:  Simply believe it.  

  Turn to page ___ (1 John 1:8-9) 

 

1 John 1:8-9  Top:  But what can I do about the guilt that I feel? 

 Underline:  1 John 1:8-9 

 Bottom:  Confess it all to God.  

  Turn to page ___ (John 14:1-6) 

 

John 14:1-6  Top:  After Death we will be with Christ forever. 

 Underline:  John 14:1-6 

 Bottom:  Salvation comes through faith in Jesus Christ.  

  Turn to page ___ (Romans 8:35-39) 

 

Romans 8:35-39  Top:  Jesus Christ is Lord over all things. 

 Underline:  Romans 8:35-39 

 Bottom:  Because he is God, Christ is stronger than anything  

  that could hurt us.  

  Turn to page ___ (Hebrews 2:14-15) 

 

Hebrews 2:14-15  Top:  He is stronger than death and the devil. 

 Underline:  Hebrews 2:14-15 

 Bottom:  Christians will be with Jesus forever in Heaven.  

  Turn to page ___  (Revelation 21:1-7) 

 

Revelation 21:1-7  Top:  What will Heaven be like? 

 Underline:  Revelation 21:1-7 

 Bottom:  The Lord will bless and keep you!
